Update on Green Space and Dam works
Kate Clark reported that a local farmer has agreed to take the silt when removed. Planning permission is required for the wildlife pond and channel.

Work on the play facilities is to begin 15th Sept. £10000 has been secured for the BMX track, which is going to tender. Young people are to work with the contractor.

Funding
Michelle reported that HBOS will be on site 11.9.08 at 3p.m to present a cheque for £3750 to FOCB, for the wildlife pond and dipping platform. Howard to prepare a press release. Anyone from FOCB is welcome to attend.

Michelle was successful in a bid to South Yorks Forest, to be spent by end of Sep, on paths and woodland. SWT may be able to assist with this.

There is to be a map and interpretation sign at the site entrance, by The Bridge.

Environment Agency Update
The Partnership Agreement is now between the E A and FOCB (FOCB are now a registered charity) EA to lead on the project. Michelle is bidding for £5000 to fund a launch event possibly next June.

Engaging Young People
PC Peter Booth reported that there is currently a group of 12-15 youths aged 15-17, who are causing trouble in the area. There is a problem on Stanley Road. Other problems were discussed and FOCB were encouraged to record times and dates, and names and addresses if known, and pass to Michelle who will pass on to Peter. Use 101 to report incidents as areas where calls are logged, receive more input.

After a restructure at SWT, Paul Roberts received funding for youths aged 16-25, for environmental projects. Michelle suggested they could be involved in the next SY Cares day on 26 Sep.
