BMX Track- Michelle
Repairs were carried out by Bike Track on the 21st April and the lose stone taken away. Seeding was also carried out that day and will be monitored. Issues around litter and kids walking on the track are being addressed with the possibility of seating and litter bins to be installed. £5K funding bid has been submitted to Sheffield Homes for signage, seating, bins and vehicle barriers. Kate Clarke is to meet the young people and Sheffield Futures on the 13th May at 6.30pm at the BMX track to discuss further funding bids. 

Angela Smith MP & Big Lottery Fund - Michelle

Site visit has now been confirmed as the 17th July at 10.30am to meet at the Bridge Inn. Other attendees include PC Peter Booth and Kate Senter from Irwin Mitchell. Kate will represent South Yorkshire Cares who undertook two challenges on site last year with Business in the Community. Jason is to pull together the FOCB Newsletter ahead of this event to be handed out on the day. Howard is to complete a press release prior to the visit to give the press a photo opportunity on the day. 

Methodology – Chris Wosman, UCS Civils
UCS Civils have now submitted their quote for works on the dam. UCS intend to install a temporary barrier to make the works safe. Silt to be removed from site by Viridor and will now be exempt from Landfill Tax.

BMX Event – Howard House
Michelle and Howard to meet with other interested parties on the 27th May to take forward the event scheduled for July 2009. Suggestions from Jason and Michelle have initially been received well via the other parties to hold timed BMX Trials on the track for two age groups. Criteria will include relevant adult and helmet to be worn to compete. There are talks around a possible BMX Olympic Champion coming on the day along with someone relevant to raise the Health & Safety issues around young people using the track to wear the protective gear. UCS Civils have agreed in principle to sponsor the trials and donate 1st, 2nd & 3rd trophies to the two groups. 
Horse Riders – Melvyn Saxton
Melvyn raised concerns about horse riders still using the new pathways at the top end of the site which is churning up the paths. Rachel Tew also mentioned that some horse riders had complained about the BMX track being located so close to the bridleway/footpath and had had their horses spooked by the cyclists whilst they were passing. Suggestions were to mention this to the young people especially at the BMX event, also letters to be sent to the local stables asking the horse riders to adhere to the countryside law.

· Duck barriers – Rachel reminded us that we had all agreed that duck barriers would installed whilst the works to the dam were being completed. Michelle and Howard to make sure this is undertaken and has been quoted for by the contractors.
· Boundary walls – concerns have been raised about the boundary walls being replaced around the dam itself as £3,500 of the money funded by South Yorkshire Community Foundation is to have these works completed. Michelle and Howard to ask the question to the EA (Environment Agency) and SCC (Sheffield City Council).
· May 24th – Park Rangers event with Simon Dore – this date is to be rearranged due to lack of ideas received. 
· Trees – concerns about the location of the trees around the dam, will any of these be removed during the completion of the dam? Michelle to consult with Kate Clarke, SCC.
· Dam – level survey has now been completed and SCC are awaiting the drawings for the dam.
· Maintenance Issues – some repair works have been carried out on the pathways by the Premises and Assets Team at the dam end of the site.
· Litter bins – Kate (SCC) is currently looking for funding to install more litter bins. Concerns about them being emptied should be reported to Paul Tankard on 0114 273 6954 or email paul.tankard@sheffield.gov.uk
· Tree – the tree which had fallen in the dam has now been removed.
· Playground – no further progress has been made on the consultant for the additional works to the playground. Suggestions were to use the BMX event as an opportunity to ask the young people what they would like. Hilary agreed to take this forward with Kate (SCC). Roy Saunders from TARA has contacted Kate (SCC) to ask that they are involved with the refurbishment of the playground. Issues around the grassed area located within the playground are being addressed by Stuart Walton and Paul Tankard and Kate (SCC) is awaiting their response.
· Norfolk Park Heritage Fayre – Sunday 30th & Monday 31st August – Michelle, Hilary, Carol and Jason to man the FOCB stand over the two days. Tombola prizes are needed to generate funds for FOCB – any items greatly received.
