Sheffield Futures will be involved again. Roy Saunders of Lane End TARA is hoping that a group can be set up to manage the track.
Dam Works- Michelle
Environment Agency is expecting quotes from contractors regarding works, which are on schedule for October. There will be a digger on the banks to lift silt into containers. A tanker will be situated on the flat land at the top end of the dam to take away silt. Gates/Fences would be placed across the site entrance at the Bridge but TPT will remain open.
